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I'HUOC TUY FROVINCE

I. PURPOSE: This brief is designed to provide a concise picture of
Phuoe Tuy Frovince, ite location, history, population, economy end MACCORDS
activities in support of the Govermment of Vietnam.

II. DESCRIFTION:

“s  Location: Timoc Tuy Province is one of eleven provinces within
the III iilitery Region. The provinee lies L0 kilometres by air southeast
from Saigon. Fhuoc Le, the Province GCepitzl often referred to as Baria, is
110 kdlometres from Saigon by road. Ihuoc Tuy is bounded on the east by
Hnh Tuy Frovinee, the south by the autonomous city of Vung Teu and the South
Chine Sea, the west by Gia Dinh and Bien Hoe Frovinces, and the north by Long
Thanh Province.

Bs Geographical Size: Phuoc Tuy Province is basically rectengular in
shepe with the wpper left corner sliced out. Its average length is appro=
ximately 62 kilometres and its average width is approximately 30 kilometres,
with a totel land area of about 1,819 square kilomctres.

Ce Terraint The terrasin is generally flat land, except for mountein
chains located in the southwestern, southern and northeastern areas of the
province, The mountain chain in the south is zbout 20 square kilometres,

The mountein area in the northesst is a remnent of a range in Binh Tuy Proviree,
In addition, there are a few spots of high ground (mounds of eroded volcano
cones) in the central, west central, and north central regions. Low, swampy
areas are found in the scuthwestern portion bordering the South Chine Sea

and the Saigon River estueries, Much of the Jjungle area in the east, north

and west is heavily eroded, having mmercus gullies and ravines.- all thickly
vegetated,

Ds  Vegetation: Vegetation - dense, natural or cultivated - covers the
entire province with only a few small srcas showing scant or complete lack
of vegetation. BSuch areas are ususlly found along cosstal sreas, Mangrove
trees cover the low, swampy area =nd heavy growths of mixed shrubs, trees,
ferns, znd grosses cover other ereas., Ilatural vegetation covers about
eighty percent of the total area. Cultivated sreas will be discussed under
the sectlon on economy.

E+ Boils: Beach sand is prevelent along the coastel areas. In the
northern areas of the province, clay is mixed with amall gravel; and clay
loams andelay, often very de¢p and red, are found elsewhere. The mountainous
areas ere of extremely hard, rocky material,

F, ‘dvers end Streams: Four main streams, Song Rai, Song Hoa, Song En
Dap and Seng Dinh, flow through pertions of the province. Song Hai and Song
Dinh are the two largest with Song izi located in the east central area with



head waters ncar the Long Fhanh border and flowing to the seas. Song Dinh
is in the west, flowing along the Long Fhanh border and winding its way to
the sea. Song iloa is located in the esstern part of the province and Song
Ba Dap in the southern extremity.

Ge Tecther: The climate is typicel of tropical zones, affected by the
mouscons with definite wet and dry seasons., The province falls under the
monsocn season from Moy to October and the dry seeson from October to May,.
Iverape annugl temperature is 80" Fahrenheit. /L low monthly average of 69°
Fahrenheit is expericnced during the months of December and January. . Winds
are gentle to modsrate, usually from the northwest during the monsoon season
and from the southzaet in the dry season. Wind demage is neglipgible.

III. EIBTORIOAL OUTLINE:  loria (Phuoc Tuy Trovince) was formerly Fhuoe An
District which belonged to Fhuoe Tuy Frefecture, Bien Hoa Province. Baria
was established as a province by Decree lNo., 1L3-NV, dated 22 October 1956..
On 7 July 1562, the name of the province was changed to Phuoc Tuy Province,
Phwoe Tuy originally had six districts but, effective 1 October 196k, Vung
Tan District became Vung Teu Specizl Zone, The five present districts are
Long Le, Long Dien, Dat Do, Duc Thanh and Xuyen Moc,

IV, DEMOGRLFHIC FACTORS:

i« Topulstion: There are 22 villages and 106 hamlets in Phuoc Tuy
Frovince. liain centres of population are along National Highwey No. 15
(P My Village, Phuoc Hoa Villsge, Long Huong Village and Phuoc Le). Other
population cerntres are the distriet towns of Lorg Dien, Dat Do, Xuyen Moe,
Binh Gie and coastal villages of Phuoc Tinh, Long Hai and Phuoc Hai,

The two most important agricultural *
erops are rice and rubter, which not only produce the largest total income
but account for about two-thirds of the total cultivated srea. Fifteen
thousand liectzres (8 percent of the total land area) are cultivated, This
figure coes not include arcas under VC control,

IHowever, this fijure is only an estimate since
much of th uszble timber trees are in junzle zreeas, Large, dense lumber
tracts common to the United States are not found here.

lia  Nubber plantations are scattered throughout the central and
northern ereas with the two largest being Gallia, at Binh Ba, and Courtenay,
with headquarters at Cam My, Long Khanh Provinee. There are mumerous small
rubber plentaticns. It is interesting to note that of the 8,000 hectares of
rubber, income is received from only 5,300 hecteres.

c. Industry:

1. TFisheries: The fishing industry is the most important non-
agricultural industry in the province. There are 8,342 fishermen and
families (32,000 people) iependent, or partially dependent, on this industry
for their livelihood. The 1,272 licensed boats, all motorized, provided
13,977 metric tons (MT) of fish in 1969. The 1970 yield is expected o
ircrease apprecigbly because of the cpening of new fishing grounds and
harbours.

2.  Charcoal Kilns: The province has only one registered kiln in
operction. However, there are an estimated 100 unregistered backyard and
family-operated kilns, Anmual production of the registered kiln is 115
metric tons. /fis of March, the price wes 13{VN per kilogram.

Js Sawmills: The following chart provides data on sawmill operation,
The 1969 annual provincial production was 2,735 cubic metres.

Se Salt Processing: There are 706 hectares of salt evaporation
ponds in the province. The evaporation ponds or flats (solar) are located
in Zong Pien District (598 hectares) and Long Le District (108 hectares).
Total production of salt for the province in 1969 was over 57,000 metric tons,

6. Miscelleneous Industries: There are several ice plants presently
operating in the province. Two of these plants are located in Phuoc Le and two
in Pmioc Tinh village. Another plant is proposed to be built in Phuoc le in
1970. Blacksmithing, welding, carpentry, auto repairing and tailoring are
some of the miscellanecus industries found in the province capital towns.

Fish sauce (Nuoc Mam) production is also one of the progressive small industries
in the province.

VI. TRANSFORTATION /ND COMMUNICATIONS: Besicaelly, provincial roads can be
classified as interprovincial, interdistrict, intervillage, and internamlet.
Some of the roads fall into all classifications. The are three interprovincial
roads: QL 15, LTL 2, and LTL 23, QL 15, the only national highway, enters the
province at the northwsstern border from Bien Hoa Province, and runs in a
southeasterly direction between the lowland swamps and the mountains to Phuvoc
le (Baria), where the highway turns sharply to the south and runs down the
peninsule to Vung Tau (Cap St, Jacques). This.highway is presently the
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only land-line of communicstion to Bien Hoa and Saigon and is the principal
farm-to-narket outlet. Iﬁg 2 muna from Baria through Due Thanh, the northoern
most district of Phuwoec Tuy, on through the old Fremch rubber plantations

to Xwn loc, the eapital of Long Fhanh Province. Beyond the village of Ngei
Gino this road is inseoure even to convoys, ITL 23 leaves QL 15 where the
latter tudme south to Vung Teu, and proceeds through Dat Do to Xuyen Moc and
on to Han Ten, province capital of Binh Tuy Province. From Dat Do to Xuyen
hoc, ITL 23 is only secure for armed convoys. From Xuyen Moc to Ham Tan the
road is slightly more than a trail through the jungle and totally insecure
to travel by any means. Currently, all three of these roads are either wmder
develoment or scheduled for develoment, By the end of 1970, QL 15 will be
conpleted from Bien Hoa to Vimg Tau; ITL 2 will be conpleted to Xuan Loc and
open initially to armed convoys; and ITL will be completed fo Xuyen Moc and
is expected to be relatively secure for local traffic, In 1971, ITL 23 is
expecied to be completed to Ham Tan and open to armed convoys, if necessary.
Interdistrict raads include all of the above with the sddition of TL 44, TL 52,
HL 10 and HL 326, TL 44, conmecting Long Dien and Dat Do, and a sociion of
TL 52 into Dat Do are now under construction and will be completed this year,
HL 10 comnecting Hoa Long in Long Le Distriet to Long Dien Village in Long
Dien District was partially conpleted last year and will be completed this
year. Basically, all imterprovinoial amd all interdistrict roads will be
completed by mid 197, allowing efforts to be concentrated on intervillage
and interhamlet roads, which at thé present time can only be classified as
wide trails. Tedlephons, telegraph, and radio service is entirely owned and
oparated by the GWI, Telephone service is limited to Phuoc Le and Vung Tau,
A1l other commmications are conducted by radio which is generally mamned

by memizilitary forces. All vojoe and telegraph lines of communication ave
limited to government and military use, There is no inter-personal or inter-
business comunjcations network, nor sre there any plans to estebiish these
facilities in the foresesable future. Television, although & one=way commu=
nication system, is of immeasureble value and it is significant to note that
an m increasing number of antemmas can be observed throughout the
province,

VII, PACIFICATION:

A, : The pacification program in Phuoe Tuy Province since the
Tet offensive of 1968 has accelerated to a very encouraging level, Territorial
security has been grestly improved and maintained since then, thus facilitating
the develoment of the province's economy. There has been a very significant
acceleration of its economic growth as evidenced first of all by the tremendous
developuant of the Phuoc Le market ares and, secondly, by the increased cons-
truction of new commercial and residentisl buildings, There is also a flurry
of activities in highway and secondary road develoment, Private investors
fron Saigon and other areas, attracted by the economiec potentials of the
province, are investing their capital in economic development projects, This
econonic revival is anticipated to continwe in Phuoe Tuy Province and will
contribute significantly to the overall growth of the nation's economy.

There has been noticeable progress also in the continuing interests of the
local leaders to become involved in the estublishment of a working syctem

of government a4t the vill&gaﬁ-amlat_laml despite the numerous risks
irvelved, Significant also, is the fact tha* mogt of the local leaders

are of tho yomger gener:tion, thua providing the province with wealth in
leadnrship potentinls needed in avarall develomment. Phuoc Ty Province has
ghown, in e short period, that overall develomment could be achieved thoush
the resilience and will of all the reople involved,

2. Current Programs and Projects:
a, Overt and covert-PSYOPS propaganda missions:

- (1) sgpplemautaﬁén of PSYWAR effori of other GVN ami FUMAR
FSYOPS agencies in the Provinee by the utilization of the APTs and Hoi Chanh,
e.g. PSYOPS Mobile Team, PSYOPS Reactien Team,

(2) Returnees are versunded:

(a) To give vital information about the enemy for
tactical and psychological operation, :

(b) To urge their comrades to rally to the GVN,

(e) To guide friendly military forces in tactical
operations against the enemy, ; i

(3) Pemilies with Ve relatives are continuously contacted
to persuade them to induce their members in the VC ranks to rally to the GVN,

(4) TVisits to the Chieu Hoi installation by VC families
are regularly organized to convince them of the sincerity of the GWH,

(5) Hoi Chanh are rewarded for every weapon they bring in
or is captured through their assistance, and for vital infommation and
successful guide service during nilitary operations,

b, Rehabilitation of retirnees:

(1) Vigorous political indoorination on the democ ratic
gysten of the government,

(2) Teaching of illitorate returnces the rudiments of
reading and writing while ir fhe Center,
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(3) Vocational courses are offered frec to desirous returnees
and immediate femilies,

(4) Assistance tc Hoi Chanh in obtaining suitable jobe.

(5) Resettlement of deserving Hoi Chanh families at the
Chieu Hei hamlet,

C. Facilities:

(1) The Chieu Hoi Centre has an actual living caparity of
100 Hoi Chanh and an emergency capacity of 250, It has'adequate separatec
dermitories for men and women, kitchen and dinning hall, toilst and bath,
classroom, library/reading room and dispensary, with slectricity and
sufficient water supply.

(2) The Chieu Hoi Hamlet is located close to the Chieu Hoi
Centre, presently with 54 houses occupied by Hoi Chanh families, An additional
46 houses will be built this year to complete the authorised 100 houses.

(3) There are district Chieu Hoi offices in each »f the five
districts with one Chieu Hoi Cadre and ten Armed Propaganda Teams assigned
to each district.

C. Develomment

1. Agriculture: Total agriculture advisory effort takes place with
emphasis on:

&, Agriculture Affairs through training in the proper use and
value of fertilizer, improved seeds, insecticide, improved famming techniques,
and farm oredit. Additional short and long temm econcmic benefits to the
province are made possible by the introduction of "Miracle Rice" (IR-5 and
IR-B) strains and by increasing the mumber of hectares under cultivation
through land distribution and also by converting waste land to productive
agricul tural pursuits.

b. Animal Husbandry, through an increased swine and poultry
program, is aimed at raising the protein content of the Vietnamese diet;
conducting an inoculation program to rise the health standards of livestock;
and performing demonstrations and training of farmers in improved animal
husbandry technigues.

¢. Fisheries Service attempt to increase yield through training
courses, demonstration of new techniques, distribution of fingerlings and
fishing equipment, and the improvement of docking facilities at seacoast
fishing centres.

d. Cooperatives and Farmers Associations effect Progress
through guidance, and assistance in training prcgrams.



2, Bincation: FPhuoe Tuy Province has 397 elementary, 31 secondary
public school and 16 secondary semi-public school classrooms. The larsest
secondary public school contains a science laberatory and library. There
is a portable library rfor use by secondary semi-public schools. There is
& Wationzl Technical High School, containing 9 classromms and a large
workshop, Work ls cwrrently in progress to extend this establishment to
include the instailation of an electrical system. construction of additional
clacs-ooms, and a large warchouse. The student population amounts tc
17,600 elementery and 3,860 secondary and tecknicel pupils. There =2« 451
elementary, 84 secondary and 8 technical school teachers. Augmentirg the
public school facilities are approximately 50 elementary and 20 secondary
private school classrooms., Development program include construs*tion of
classroams and teacher-training facilities and the purchase of library bocks
and science-laboratory equimment. Technical and financial assistance have
been provided by the Austrelian Task Foree and fram U.S scurces whenever
Vietnamese expertise or funding is not available,

3. Logisties: All USATD-funded counterinsurgency commoditles
entering province are under surveillance from time of receipt to time of
issue, A complete upgrading of th: Vietnamese supply system has taken place
in the past 2 years, All reguisitions, receipts, and issues are Jjointly
approved and all damaged commodities or equipment must have joint inspection
Prior to survey. Three province and five district warchouses aggure saffi-
cient storage area for MORD commodities: i,e., cement, rocfing, rebar and
foadstuffs. This year nine Hoi Chanh completed the 10-phase Philco-Ford
training course for mechanics and are presently working at the Province
Maintenance Centre, Eventually, the Centre will provide maintenance for
all province vehicles,

4. Public Administration: The administrative goal in Phuoc Tuy is
the establistment and maintenance of an effective ond responsive government
at all levels, particularly at the village/hamlet level, FEmphasis has been
placed on the training of the village/hamlet clected and appointed officials
with concentration in improving their perfomance, especially in the areas
of increased socic-cconcmic development. All villages and hamlets within the
province have eclected governments. Elections were held in 17 villagee and 61
hemlets in March and April of this year, FElected and appointed officials
undergo basic administration management training at either the province
auditorium or at the Vung Tau Training Centre. The training of officials is
recognized as a contimiing process and blans have been made for domitory
and exvanded classroom facilities and acquisitions of audio-visual training
aids,

9. Public Works: Public Works is the daminant membor of the
Technical Service Group, other members being Water Supply, Reconstruction
and Electricity. £411 are extremely limited in their capacity and oulmut.
Public Works' main contribution in limited upgrading and patching of linec
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
